MATTHEW 5:3

BLESSED — (SUPREMELY HAPPY) — ARE THE POOR IN SPIRIT, FOR
THEIRS IS THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN.

1. The word “poor” in the physical realm, describes someone who is
reduced to destitution.

2. The Lord Jesus is describing a person who has come to recognize
and declare their spiritual , In the presence of
Holy God.

3. To be “poor in spirit” is the opposite of being rich in pride, self-
righteousness, self-reliance and - sufficiency.

4. He recognizes his spiritual poverty to such a degree, that the only
thing that he can do is take the place of a destitute, desperate and
dependent before God.

5. He realized that he is in desperate need of the :

A. The of God - that God would not give him
what he does deserve.




B. The of God - that God would give him what
he does not deserve.

6. The great tragedy is that the vast majority of people are spiritually
destitute, but they don’t it.

Church of Laodicea — Revelation 3:17 — “Because you say, ‘I am rich, have
become wealthy, and have need of nothing’ — and do not know that you are
wretched, miserable, poor, blind, and naked......”

Luke 18:11-14 — The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himself, “God, |
thank You that | am not like other men - extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or
even as this tax collector. | fast twice a week; | give tithes of all that | possess.”
And the tax collector, standing afar off, would not so much as raise his eyes to
heaven, but beat his breast, saying, “God, be merciful to me a sinner!”

7. This “poverty of spirit” is the first evidence that a converting work
of grace has been wrought in the

Luke 15:17 — But when he came to himself, he said, “How many of my father’s
hired servants have bread enough and to spare, and | perish with hunger!”

8. The person who is “poor in spirit” is willing to come to the Lord
Jesus on terms of repentance and faith.

9. This “poverty of spirit” should be an abiding reality and a
continuing disposition, throughout the sanctification
of our lives.

Colossians 2:6 — As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk

A. This person has an awareness in their soul that:

(1) They have nothing in themselves that they may ‘boast

in.



(2) They have no source of supply in themselves that could
produce anything of any spiritual value or eternal
significance.

(3) They stand in need of everything from the Lord, to
enable them to live the life that God is calling them to

1 Corinthians 3:5 — Who then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but
ministers through whom you believed, as the Lord gave to each
one?

1 Corinthians 15:9a — For | am the least of the apostles......

2 Corinthians 3:5 — Not that we are sufficient of ourselves to
think of anything as being from ourselves, but our sufficiency is
from God......

Philippians 2:3-4 — Let nothing be done through selfish ambition or conceit, but
in lowliness of mind let each esteem others better than himself. Let each of
you look out not only for his own interests, but also for the interests of others.

4. This ‘godly mourning’ is a profound and sincere “inner response”

5. This ‘mourning’ is a condition of brokenness and contrition before
God; it is that godly sorrow that produces
towards God.

Because | am a man of
unclean lips, and | dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; For my eyes
have seen the King, the Lord of hosts.”

IV. OUR RESPONSE TO PERSECUTION

WHY CAN A CHILD OF GOD REJOICE
IN THE MIDST OF ABUSE AND REJECTION?

1. We can rejoice that we have the tremendous privilege of having
fellowship with the of Christ.

Philippians 3:10 - ......that | may know Him and the power of His resurrection
and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death......

2. We can rejoice in the fact that this persecution is working
in our character.

James 1:3 - ......knowing that the testing of your faith produces patience.

Romans 5:3-5 — And not only that, but we also glory in tribulations knowing
that tribulation produces perseverance; and perseverance, character; and
character, hope. Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has
been poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us.

3. We can rejoice because this persecution is causing us to be more
dependent on the sustaining of Jesus.
