THE LORD JESUS DECLARED HIS AUTHENTICITY

John 15:1a - "“I am the true vine... .”
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Isaiah 5:1-7 - Now let me sing to my Well-beloved a song of my Beloved regarding
His vineyard: My Well-beloved has a vineyard on a very fruitful hill. He dug it up and
cleared out its stones, and planted it with the choicest vine. He built a tower in its
midst, and also made a winepress in it; so He expected it to bring forth good
grapes, but it brought forth wild grapes. “And now, O inhabitants of Jerusalem and
men of Judah, judge, please, between Me and My vineyard. What more could have
been done to My vineyard that I have not done in it? Why then, when I expected it
to bring forth good grapes, did it bring forth wild grapes? And now, please let Me tell
you what I will do to My vineyard: I will take away its hedge, and it shall be burned;
and break down its wall, and it shall be trampled down. I will lay it waste; it shall
not be pruned or dug, but there shall come up briers and thorns. I will also
command the clouds that they rain no rain on it.” For the Vineyard of the Lord of
hosts is the house of Israel, and the men of Judah are His pleasant plant. He looked
for justice, but behold, oppression; for righteousness, but behold, a cry for help.

This passage is portraying the tragic lack of faithfulness and
fruitfulness in the vine that had planted.

Every time that national Israel was mentioned as a vine, it was always
described as being a worthless and vine.

Psalm 80:8-9 - You have brought a vine out of Egypt; You have cast out the
nations, and planted it. You prepared room for it, and caused it to take deep root,
and it filled the land.

Psalm 80:12 - Why have you broken down her hedges, so that all who pass by the
way pluck her fruit?

Psalm 80:16 - It is burned with fire, it is cut down; they perish at the rebuke of Your
countenance.

Ezekiel 15:6-8 - “Therefore thus says the Lord God: ‘Like the wood of the vine
among the trees of the forest, which I have given to the fire for fuel, so I will give
up the inhabitants of Jerusalem; and I will set My face against them. They will go
out from one fire, but another fire shall devour them. Then you shall know that I am
the Lord, when I set My face against them. Thus I will make the land desolate,
because they have persisted in unfaithfulness,’ says the Lord God.”

. Yet I had planted you a noble vine, a seed of highest quality. How
then have you turned before Me into the degenerate plant of an
vine? - Jeremiah 2:21

Hosea 10:1b - Israel empties his vine; he brings forth fruit for himself.

The vast majority of these lost religionists had never received a
spiritual heart transplant; consequently, they were utterly incapable of
producing the fruit which God desired and
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F. In complete contrast to this backdrop of many centuries of the total
failure of Israel, God the Son declared to His original disciples, "I am
the vine”.

G. As the true vine, the “I Am” was going to fulfill all of His Father’s
expectations for an astounding and abounding of
fruit, from every tribe, tongue and nation.

B. It was only the day before, that the Lord Jesus had taught ‘the

parable of the wicked vinedressers’, in which Jesus powerfully con-
fronted the apostate religious of Israel.

Mark 12:1-12 -Then He began to speak to them in parables: A man planted a
vineyard and set a hedge around it, dug a place for the wine vat and built a tower.
And he leased it to vinedressers and went into a far country. Now at vintage-time
he sent a servant to the vinedressers, that he might receive some of the fruit of the
vineyard from the vinedressers. And they took him and beat him and sent him away
empty-handed. Again he sent them another servant, and at him they threw stones,
wounded him in the head, and sent him away shamefully treated. And again he sent
another, and him they killed; and many others, beating some and killing some.
Therefore still having one son, his beloved, he also sent him to them last, saying,
‘They will respect my son.” But those vinedressers said among themselves, ‘This is
the heir. Come, let us kill him, and the inheritance will be ours.” So they took him
and killed him and cast him out of the vineyard. "“Therefore what will the owner of
the vineyard do? He will come and destroy the vinedressers, and give the vineyard
to others. Have you not even read the Scripture:

‘The stone which the builders rejected
has become the chief cornerstone.
This was the Lord’s doing. And it is marvelous in our eyes’?”

And they sought to lay hands on Him, but feared the multitude, for they knew He
had spoken the parable against them. So they left Him and went away.

God had periodically sent His faithful prophets and priests to the
nation, for He expected a spiritual harvest from these

I JOHN 5:13 - These things I have written to you who believe in the
name of the Son of God, that you may know that you have eternal
life, and that you may continue to believe in the name of the Son of
God.

1. The fruit of a pursuit of sanctification.

. The vinedresser has a specific for every branch,
which is in union with the vine.

. There can be a season in the life of a born-again believer, when
they are bearing fruit.

. The only reason for a lack of fruit in a believer’s life is unconfessed,
unrepentant and unforsaken

. The vinedresser is not content with a fruitless branch. He will do
whatever is necessary to bring to the branch.

. The Lord Jesus is portraying the loving correction and fatherly
of our faithful vinedresser.

Proverbs 3:11 - My son, do not despise the chastening of the Lord, nor detest His
correction; ... .

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III. WHAT IS THE DIVINE MOTIVE OF THE VINEDRESSER'S
CORRECTION?

Now no chastening seems to be joyful for the present, but painful;
nevertheless, afterward it yields the peaceable fruit of righteousness to those
who have been trained by it.

James 1:2-4 - My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into various trials, knowing
that the testing of your faith produces patience. But let patience have its perfect
work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing.

Romans 5:3-4 - ... we also glory in tribulations, knowing that tribulation produces
perseverance; and perseverance, character; and character, hope.

The Greek word which is translated as ‘tribulation’ was the word which
was used to describe the pressure that was applied in
grapes, for the purpose of making wine.

1. The supreme evidence that a person is an authentic branch and
not a Judas branch is that they in Jesus.

John 6:54a - "Whoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life,. ... .”

John 6:56 - “He who eats My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in
him.”

2. A person who has a temporary faith in Jesus and does not continue
in Christ is a branch.

John 13:10b & 11a - “... you are clean, but not all of you.” For He knew who
would betray Him; ... .

3. There is a remnant who embrace the message of Jesus Christ and
abide in a love relationship with Him. However, there is a majority
of false professors who superficially attach themselves to Jesus,
but they do not in Him.

Remember John 12!
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a) “Why was this fragrant oil not sold for three hundred denarii
and given to the Poor?” This he said, not because he cared for
the poor, but because he was a , «.. . —John 12:5 & 6b

4. Judas is the supreme example of those who profess an attachment
of faith in the Vine, but do not in Him.

Matthew 7:21 - “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,” shall enter the
kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father in heaven.”

John 10:27 - "My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me.”

John 8:30-31 - As He spoke these words, many believed in Him. Then Jesus said
to those Jews who believed Him, “If you abide in My word, you are My disciples
indeed.”

anchored to this sweet intimacy with Him, as their

. You are abiding in Christ when you are -cultivating a daily

communion with your Lord, in ever levels of
intimacy.

I John 2:6 - He who says he abides in Him ought himself also to walk just as He
walked.

. It is true that the Vine is the only source for bearing fruit; but it is

of equal importance that you, as a branch, are personally
responsible to keep your heart fixed and on the
Vine.

III. THERE IS ANOTHER SENSE IN WHICH THE WORD “ABIDE"”
PICTURES THE "CONTINUAL CONFIDENCE"” OF RESTING
IN THE VINE

A. As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so in

Him. — Colossians 2:6
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If you only make a superficial examination of the word ‘abide’ it
appears to be a word.

When you study the passages in the New Testament where your
union with Christ is most clearly stated, you will also find specific
commands concerning your personal responsibility to exert both a
conscious and intense

Colossians 3:1-5 - If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are
above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of God. Set your mind on things
above, not on things on earth. For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in
God. When Christ who is our life appears, then you also will appear with Him in
glory. Therefore put to death your members which are on the earth: fornication,
uncleanness, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry.

= If then you were raised with Christ = [Union with Christ]

= Seek those things which are above - [Personal effort]

= Set your mind on things above - [Personal effort]

= For you died and your life is hidden with Christ - [Union with Christ]
= Therefore, put to death your members - [Personal effort]

= Put to death fornication, uncleanness, passion, evil desires, and
covetousness, which is idolatry - [Personal effort]

There is nothing passive about the word ‘abide’. The Lord is com-
manding us to be involved in an active, determined, steadfast pursuit
of intimate communion with the Vine; as well as a sincere pursuit of
an active life of pleasing to His commands.

Philippians 2:12-13 - Therefore, my beloved, as you have always obeyed, not as in
my presence only, but now much more in my absence, work out your own salvation
with fear and trembling; for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His
good pleasure.

D. We pursue communion with Christ by partaking of the communion of

I Corinthians 10:16 - The cup of blessing which we
bless, is it not the communion of the blood of
Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the
communion of the body of Christ?

1. This blessed ordinance sets forth a precious opportunity to enjoy
joint with Jesus Christ.

B. Judas was never attached to the Lord Jesus spiritually; consequently,
he did not in Him.

C. The ultimate issue was not the integrity of the Vine; it was the
condition of the unconverted of Judas.
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D.

II.

Judas was under the direct influence of the blazing light of the Vine
for three years; and yet, he in the darkness of his own
wicked ambition and selfish greed.

This wicked hypocrite betrayed the Eternal Son of God with a Kkiss;
and sold his soul for the love of

John 13:26-27a - Jesus answered, "It is he to whom I shall give a piece of bread
when I have dipped it.” And having dipped the bread, He gave it to Judas Iscariot,
the son of Simon. Now after the piece of bread, Satan entered him.

John 13:30 - Having received the piece of bread, he then went out immediately.
And it was night.

Judas would never see another sunrise, for he would soon be cast into
the outer darkness and the eternal

THERE ARE MANY ‘FALSE DISCIPLES’ WHO DO NOT ABIDE IN
CHRIST

John 15:6a - “If anyone does not abide in Me, ... .”

The Lord Jesus could not teach about the blessedness of fruitfulness,
which flows from a vital union with Him, without warning of the
tragedy of barrenness which inevitably follows a profession
of faith in Him.

I John 2:24a - Therefore let that abide in you which you heard from the beginning.

I John 2:19 - They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been
of us, they would have continued with us; but they went out that they might be
made manifest, that none of them were of us.

John is repeating what he had learned from His Lord’s teaching and
his personal experience with

John 15:8 - By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be
my disciples.

The Lord Jesus promised that, "He who comes to Me, I will never cast
out”; but the Judas branch never came to Jesus on His
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Even so, every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears bad
fruit. A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, nor can a bad tree bear good
fruit. Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown
in the . — Matthew 7:17-19

Matthew 7:22 - “Many will say to Me in that day, ‘Lord, Lord, have we not
prophesied in Your name, cast out demons in Your name, and done many wonders
in Your name?’ ”

Matthew 7:23 - And then I will declare to them, “I never knew you; depart from
Me, you who practice lawlessness!”

Just as the fruitless branches were thrown into the fire and burned,
these superficial and artificial disciples will be cast into the eternal
furnace of

John 15:6b - ... and they gather them and throw them into the fire, and they are
burned.

The Parable
Of The
Fruitless Fig Tree

Luke 13:6-9 - He also spoke this parable; “A certain man had a fig tree planted in
his vineyard, and he came seeking fruit on it and found none. Then he said to the
keeper of his vineyard, ‘Look, for three years I have come seeking fruit on this fig
tree and find none. Cut it down; why does it use up the ground?’ But he answered
and said to him, 'Sir, let it alone this year also, until I dig around it and fertilize it.
And if it bears fruit, well. But if not, after that you can cut it down.” ”

The fig tree represents Israel. But it also applies to each individual
person who has failed to enter into an abiding union with Jesus;
therefore, they are not bearing the fruit of true
conversion to Christ.

THE COMPARISON THAT GOD MAKES

Luke 13:6 - “A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard,
and he came seeking fruit on it and found none.”

The phrase, ‘A certain man’ represents God the Father. The world is
vineyard.

Psalm 24:1 - The earth is the Lord’s, and all its fullness, the world and those who
dwell therein.

I Chronicles 29:11b - ... For all that is in heaven and in earth is Yours; ... .

Colossians 1:16b - ... All things were created through Him and for Him.

When a vinedresser plants a fig tree in his vineyard, he naturally
expects to find fruit on that tree at the time.

Proverbs 12:12b - ... but the root of the righteous yields fruit.

The sovereign owner of this vineyard, that we call the earth, has the
right both to require and fruit from your life.

When a fig tree is not bearing fruit, it is only a matter of time before
this tree will be cut down and thrown into the

THE COURSE THAT GOD SHOULD TAKE

Luke 13:7 - “Then he said to the keeper of his vineyard. ‘Look, for
three years I have come seeking fruit on this fig tree and find none.
Cut it down; why does it use up the ground?’”

Even though Israel was planted by God as His choice vine, most of
them bore the fruit of repentance and saving faith in the
Lord.

There is a very personal application for us today, concerning the
course that God should take with a man or woman.
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Just as it is just and right to cut down a fruitless fig tree and cast it
into the fire; it would be just and right for God to cut down a fruitless
and false disciple and cast them into

D. Of what use is a fruitless person to God, who has created them to
worship Him, walk with Him, work with Him and reproduce fruit that
remains, for the magnification of the ?

E. It is absolutely astounding that God has not already dealt with many
‘false disciples’ in precisely the same

F. Isn't this the course that you would take with a fig tree that has been
fruitless year after ?

G. These religious but false disciples would never exhibit a phony and
fruitless again.

H. They have not been concerned about their own soul, for they have
been comfortable with an artificial profession of faith, which was
never planted into with the Lord.

I. They would have no right to complain or murmur if God were to
immediately cut them down and cast them into the fire, with no

The fact that God has spared this individual is not an insignificant
fact.

Matthew 3:10 - And even now the ax is laid to
the root of the trees. Therefore ever tree which
does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown
into the fire.

It is only due to the longsuffering of God that He has withheld His ax
of justice and not already cut down fruitless and false

II Peter 3:9 - The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count
slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that
all should come to repentance.

I am saying that even Jesus’ request for an extended period of time
has an date on it.

Hebrews 4:7 - “Today, if you hear His voice, do not harden your hearts.”

From the owner’s point of view, a fig tree is only good for two possible
outcomes: Figs or !
